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Gastropods retaining traces of color pattern are known from Ordovician beds onward, being particularly
persistent in the Neritacea. This report describes a color pattern preserved on shells of the Albian gastropod
*Natica sp. This is the first note on the occurrence of shells of invertebrates showing preserved color pattern in
the Santana Formation, which includes several famous Brazilian Fossillagerstitten. However, this is the second
‘report of preserved color patterns in naticid shells from the Upper Cretaceous Brazilian rocks, since similar
occurrences are also known in Dowvilleiceras beds of the Riachuelo Formation (Lower Albian), Sergipe Basin.
Because preserved color patterns on mollusks are rare in the fossil record and can be employed in specific
recognition new discoveries are worthy of description. The two small (DZP-17059 and DZP-17060) studied
specimens occur in mollusk-dominated proximal tempestites that were found at Araripe Basin eastern end of
the Araripe plateau, approximately four kilometers northwest of the city of Porteiras. In these fossil
‘concentrations gastropod shells of Turritella, Cerithium? and undetermined bivalves are common. However
naticid remains are rare. The color pattern consists of discontinuous, fine (0,69 pm mean) brownish strips and
lines in light-cream grounds. These are parallel to oblique to growth lines and irregularly spaced (0,23 mm
mean). Probably the presence of pigments (indigoids, pyroles) may favor the color pattern preservation. Albian
naticids, such as Natica bulbulus, can show a variety of color patterns. The most common are: a- zigzag, b-
_chevron, ¢- "carijo", and d- zebra. The pattern preserved in the studied material seems to be a variation of the
- zebra pattern. Notably, some living members of Neritacea have a similar color pattern. Hence our data
indicates that some color patterns could to appear overtime in different lineages of Archaeogastropoda and that
Albian naticids displayed a variety of color patterns.
