esta pesquisa objetivou, através de revisdo bibliografica, resgatar rituais funerarios de indios
do sul - sudeste brasileiro, visando compreender sua complexidade para que pudesse ser
utilizada na pratica diaria do enfermeiro em contato com estes grupos. Metodologia: Foram
acessadas as bases de dados MedLine e DEDALUS/USP. Resultados: Foram identificadas 39
publicagBes que, em esséncia enfatizavam a relacdo cosmoldgica da morte com a disposigdo
geogréafica e o conteldo ritualistico entre indios do Sul - Sudeste Brasileiro, o que varia entre
as tribos Kaingang e Guarani. Foi recomendada a compreensao profunda dos profissionais de
salide a respeito dos significados que os indigenas atribuem aos rituais funerarios como
reflexo do cuidado com a saude da prépria comunidade. Recomenda-se que os profissionais
tenham interesse e preparo adequado para estabelecer relacionamento terapéutico e oferecer
cuidado culturalmente congruente ao trabalhar com essas populacdes. Além disso, o presente
trabalho procura contribuir significativamente com o embasamento para inferéncias sobre
rituais funerarios ocorridos durante a pré-histéria Brasileira, notadamente nos sambaquis.

Abstract: this research project aimed through a literature review to rescue funerary rituals
carried out by Indians inhabiting south and southeastern Brazilian regions. This is important
to develop culturally adapted methods of care in nursing. Methodology: The data collections
were based on MedLine and DEDALUS/USP. Results: Thirty-nine publications were identified
and essentially emphasized the cosmologic relation between death and the geographic
distribution, as well as the ritualistic content among Brazilian South-Southeastern Indians,
such as the Kaingang and the Guarani. A deep comprehension of the health professionals
about the meanings that the Indians attribute to their funerary rituals is recommended, as a
reflection of the health care carried out in their community. More interest and adequate
preparation is the recommendation for the health professionals to establish therapeutic
relationship and offer culturally congruent care when working within those communities. This
work also tried to contribute in a significant way to the foundation for inferences about
prehistoric funeral rituals such as those seen at shellmounds, or sambaquis.
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
