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In the publication, “(2909) Proposal to conserve the
name Phyllanthus flagelliformis against P. eurisladro
(Phyllanthaceae)” (Orlandini & al. in Taxon 71: 911–912.
2022), the proposal stated “typ. cons. prop.” for the cited type
of Phyllanthus flagelliformis. However, during the analysis
of the proposal by the Nomenclature Committee for Vascular
Plants, it was observed that conservation of the type was
unecessary, and, instead, the name should be lectotypified,
since in the protologue (Müller Arg. in Linnaea 32: 54.
1863) only a collection by Blanchet is cited without any num-
ber or indication of where the material was preserved. Further-
more, in the most recent taxonomic treatment of this group of
Phyllanthus (Santiago & al. in Bot. J. Linn. Soc. 150: 155.
2006), there was no designation of a single specimen as type,
but two collections (P, BM!) of Blanchet 2093 as the holotype
(also indicated as the holotype of the synonym Phyllanthus
flagelliformis var. demonstrans). Consequently, we designate here
the Blanchet (s.n.) specimen at G-DC (barcode G00316681 as

the lectotype of Phyllanthus flagelliformis, as it is a well-preserved
material.

The corrected proposal is, therefore:
