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Introducdo: O estreptococo do grupo B (EGB) é considerado o agente causador de uma
das mais graves infeccdoes neonatais de inicio precoce. No Municipio de Sao Paulo, por
determinagdo legal em 2009, a cultura do EGB entre a 352 e 372 semanas da gestagao foi
incluida como um dos exames de rotina pré-natal. Objetivos: Verificar o registro da cultura
do EGB no cartdo de pré-natal; Verificar a compreensdao da mulher sobre a realizacdo da
cultura do EGB; Verificar a associacdo de ocorréncias de colonizagdo por EGB em
gestantes com as variaveis sociodemograficas e obstétricas; Verificar os desfechos
neonatais das mulheres positivas para o EGB. Método: Estudo transversal realizado no
Amparo Maternal, S3o Paulo, SP com amostra composta por 365 mulheres que
apresentaram o cartdo de pré-natal na internagao para o parto, com idade gestacional =38
semanas e acompanhamento pré-natal realizado no Municipio de Sdo Paulo. Obteve-se
dados do prontuario, cartdo de pré-natal e entrevista com a puérpera. Foram feitas
andlises de estatistica descritiva e de associagdo entre as variadveis. Resultados: Do total
dos cartdes de pré-natal, havia registro do resultado da cultura do EGB em 184 (50,4%);
destas, observou-se colonizagdo positiva em 51 (27,7%). Entre as respostas quanto a
compreensao sobre o exame, 138 (37,8%) mulheres citaram a detecgdo da bactéria, 85
(23,3%) o rastreamento da bactéria para protecdo do recém-nascido e 157 (43,0%) né&o
souberam responder. Nao houve associacdo de colonizagdo por EGB com as variaveis
sociodemograficas e obstétricas. Ndo foram observados desfechos infecciosos no recém-
nascido de maes colonizadas. Conclusdes: Achados importantes sobre a falta do registro
do resultado da cultura do EGB no cartdo de pré-natal e o desconhecimento sobre o
exame por parte das mulheres, indicam a necessidade de estudos para esclarecer os
fatores associados as falhas no sistema de acompanhamento da rotina no pré-natal para a
profilaxia da infeccdo neonatal por EGB.

Introduction: The group B streptococcus (GBS) is considered the causative agent of one of
the most serious early-onset neonatal infections. In the Sao Paulo city, by legal order in
2009, the culture of EGB between 35 th and 37 th weeks of gestation was included as one
of routine prenatal care. Objectives To verify the registration of the completion of the
research culture to group B streptococcus in antenatal card; Check the understanding of
women on the realization of the culture of GBS; To verify the association of reports of GBS
colonization with socio-demographic and obstetric variables; Check the neonatal outcomes
of women positive for GBS. Method: Transversal study in Amparo Maternal, Sdo Paulo, SP
with sample of 365 women who presented the prenatal card care in the hospital for
delivery and gestational age > 38 weeks and performed prenatal care in Sao Paulo. Data
were obtained by consulting the medical record, antenatal card and interviews with
mothers. Analyzes were conducted descriptive statistics and correlations among the
variables. Results: Of all the cards prenatal record was the result of GBS culture in 184
(50.4%) of these, positive colonization was observed in 51 (27.7%). Among the answers to
the understanding about the exam, 138 (37.8%) women cited the detection of bacteria, 85
(23.3%) screening for bacteria to protect the newborn and 157 (43.0%) did not know the
answer. There was no association of GBS colonization with socio-demographic and
obstetric variables. There weren't infectious outcomes in newborns of colonized mothers.
Conclusions: Important findings about the lack of registration of GBS culture results in
prenatal card and ignorance about the exam for women, indicate the need for studies to
clarify the factors associated with failures in the monitoring of routine antenatal prophylaxis
of neonatal GBS infection.
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
